Description of Program
Objectives:

This one month rotation in head and neck anatomy is designed to permit the third or fourth year medical student to act as a preceptor in the head and neck anatomy course in order to gain further knowledge of head and neck anatomy.  The objectives are to have upper-class medical students teach first-year medical students the science of dissection in the head and neck and the identification of important structures and to assist the resident faculty in training first year students to interpret anatomical knowledge using radiological images.  It will provide the means of coordinating anatomic knowledge for those bound for head and neck surgical experience.

The further objective of this month is to permit several hours a day for the application of research either in anatomy or a related surgical area.

Activities and Responsibilities of Students:

Each student is expected to be present at all head and neck anatomy labs during the course of this rotation and to be thoroughly versed in the components of the daily dissection.  This didactic expertise must extend to the level of being able to provide teaching expertise for the first year students.  The student will be expected to perform dissections in conjunction with the first-year students and to be available to answer questions regarding the didactic assignments.  The students will also be responsible to the faculty in the head and neck anatomy course for the preparation of didactic materials.  The student will attend all assigned lectures in head and neck anatomy during this rotation.

Supervision:

The student will be supervised by the anatomy and surgery faculty who will be participating as well as precepting in this head and neck anatomy month.  The number of contact hours with faculty per week is approximately 20.

Facilities:

The anatomy lab as well as cadavers provided by the Department of Anatomy and University of Connecticut School of Medicine.  Adequate library and conference facilities as well as laboratory materials and study materials are available for this course.

Evaluation:

The student is evaluated by the faculty in a written report that is compiled by the program director.
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
